COURTESY NOTICE TO
REMOVE JUNK VEHICLE(S)

Harlowton City Ordinance 7:32 Enforcement

To whom it may concern.

In Harlowton, we value neighborhood and community efforts to maintain a beautiful and vibrant City. We also
rely on property owners to do their part in keeping our City safe and attractive.

This applies if you have a vehicle on your property and it is in violation of the junk vehicle ordinance in the

Harlowton City Code. A Junk Vehicle is defined in Section 7.32(2) in the City Code as “a discarded, ruined,
wrecked or dismantled motor vehicle including components parts that is not lawfully and validly licensed and/or

remains inoperative or incapable of being driven”.

Section 7.32 (3)(1) provides the following regarding nuisance junk vehicles:

Any person possessing one or more junk vehicles regardless of ownership shall shield the vehicles
from public view or remove the vehicles to a licensed motor vehicle wrecking facility or a licensed motor
vehicle graveyard, as defined by section 75-10-501, Montana Code Annotated.

NOTE: If you no longer own this property, please notify us.

Please take the following action(s) to remedy the potential violation:

Reported vehicles, in violation, will have a sticker applied to the vehicle, by the Harlowton Sheriff's office,
requiring the property owner to remove the junk vehicle(s) identified within thirty (30) calendar days from the
date shown on the notice or submit a plan to comply within thirty (30) days.

CODE DISCLOSURE:
Violation of this ordinance is a misdemeanor criminal offense with a fine from $100.00-$500.00

ABATEMENT BY CITY
In addition, failure or refusal to remove a junk vehicle may result in the City pursuing abatement of this condition
through a City Court order. If removal of one or more junk vehicles is done or contracted to be done by the City

it will subject you to a minimum charge of removal which includes a 25% administrative fee imposed by Harlowton
City Ordinance section 7.32(5)(C)(5) and such will be billed to you and, if not paid within sixty (60) days, would
constitute in a lien on this property and placed on your taxes as a special assessment..

The City always works cooperatively with property owners to achieve Harlowton City Code compliance. If for
some reason, you are unable to correct the above violation within the thirty (30) calendar days or if you have
any questions, please call the Sheriff's Office at 406-632-5614 or City Hall at 406-632-5523.
